Mayor Simons called upon Commissioner Bunch to voice the invocation and then called upon
Commissioner Garza to lead the Pledge of Allegiance to the United States flag. He called the
meeting to order, welcomed those in attendance, and introduced each item on the agenda.

A copy of said
posting shall be attached to this resolution and order and shall be made a
part thereof for all intents and purposes.
